Rikke Schnack-Petersen redovisade följande årsberättelse för NAS.  

Annual report for the Nordic Audiological Society, NAS, 2024-2025 

NAS, the Nordic Audiological Society, is an umbrella organization for professional and user 
associations in the Nordics. NAS is an interdisciplinary organization but also aims to have large 
user organizations in the various countries as members. During 2024-2025, NAS received 
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payment from 24 member organizations from the five Nordic countries. There are 26 
professional and user organizations in the field of audiology registered in the Nordics.  

NAS aims to support research, knowledge exchange and development within audiology in the 
Nordic region. NAS co-owns a scientific journal, the International Journal of Audiology (IJA), 
together with the British Society of Audiology (BSA) and the International Society of Audiology 
(ISA). NAS has also published the Nordic textbook in audiology, which is available in Swedish, 
Norwegian, Danish and Finnish. NAS holds regular meetings, congresses, training, etc. 

The board 

Since NAS 2024 in Sweden on May 28th, 2024, the board has held three digital and one physical 
board meeting, in addition to frequent email contact. In the business year 2024-2025, the board 
consisted of Rikke Schnack-Petersen (chairman-DK), Josefina Larsson (deputy chairman-
SWE), David Simic (treasurer-SWE), Kristbjørg Gunnarsdottir (secretary-IS), Jukka Kokkonen 
(board member-FI) and Steinar Birkeland (board member-NO). 

Annual meeting and congress                                                                                                                               

The 2024 annual meeting was held on May 28th during NAS 2024 in Örebro, Sweden May 26- 
29th. 

This was  the fourth time a NAS conference was arranged with a pediatric main theme, and the 
third time in Örebro, the latest having been over ten years ago (BARNAS2012). The main topics 
were cochlear implants, unilateral hearing loss, congenital Cytomegalovirus infection – state 
of art, children with neuropsychiatric diagnoses, family-centered intervention and 
multilingualism and hearing. In addition, topics such as genetics and diagnostic methods were 
discussed. Keynote speakers: JennaVoss, Elizabeth Fitzpatrick, Astrid vanWieringen, Hanna 
Stenfeldt Essner, Eva Karltorp och Mark Schleiss  

The upcoming 2026 congress will take place in Helsingfors, Finland 1.-3. June 2026. 

The annual meeting  2027 will be held in Sweden. 

The NAS board is frequently approached by other audiological societies and conference 
organisers to collaborate in posting conference flyers on our website and in return get our 
congress news distributed via their website. 

This year we have also been invited to organize a session on the WCA 2026 in Seoul, which we 
have accepted. This meant that we had to move NAS2026 to June 1-3rd as the two conferences 
would otherwise collide.

Audiological activity in the Nordic 

countries                                                                                             

 Ever since WHO published the World Report on Hearing in March 2021 the focus on how to 
provide hearing care to everyone in need using  the available resources has been a topic in 
many countries worldwide including in the Nordics. 

 

The previous NAS board's work, which described current hearing care in the Nordics and 
highlighted critical challenges, resulted in reports from each of our countries and a summary 
letter from the board in 2019. This work addressed many of the same issues that the WHO has 
now put on the global agenda. 

In Denmark the  long-awaited Professional Quality Requirements and Recommendations on 
Hearing Rehabilitation in Adults seems to be very near final approval and publication. First 
Covid-19 and later the need to clarify implications on resources and economics and specifics 
around digital visitation  have been the main reasons for the delay in approval.  

Apart from the new requirements, the main political focus is on keeping waiting lists down. The 
user organization in Denmark is very active in keeping the political awareness high. 

In Norway the  report  ”Hørselsklinikkundersøkelsen 2023”, has been published which is a 
broad investigation of clinical quality in HA examination and treatment in Norway. 

The investigation can form the basis for further work in Norway. 

Steinar has 07.09.23 sent information about the investigation to the other board members and 
invited other Nordic countries to copy or be inspired by the Norwegian investigation.

Some observations and insights into audiological practice in Sweden:  

The Hearing Bridge (Hörselbron) in Sweden, established in 2011 and owned by the Swedish 
National Association for the Hard of Hearing, continues to perform data collection and analysis 
of Swedish clinics to ensure high-quality hearing care. They use objective and subjective quality 
assurance methods, big data utilization, and foster collaboration among universities, clinics, 
manufacturers, user organizations, and society. 

 

A cross-professional working group, 'Tema Metod', has been working to update the 
methodology book for audiological measurement techniques that has been used by the Swedish 
audiology education programs for the past 20 years. They have now released a new version and 
published it on a website to make it easily accessible to the profession: 
https://www.audiometri.se/om-tema-metod/ 

 

There are ongoing discussions on how to manage the increased number of patients entering the 
audiological healthcare system with limited resources and small professional teams. “Nära 
vård” (close care) is a concept within Swedish healthcare that aims to make care more 
accessible and person-centered. It means that primary care should be the core of healthcare 
and interact with other care services and social services. Care should be based on the 
individual's needs, be easily accessible and coordinated, and focus on preventive measures and 
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health promotion. In conjunction with this discussion, screening and the implementation of 
screening in waiting rooms are being both discussed and tested. 

 

It is financially tough for many businesses and organizations. For the public sector, there are 
savings requirements that affect the possibility for organizing meetings and investing in 
education, which is so important for long-term knowledge enhancement and maintaining 
interest in audiology.  

Additionally, university programs for audiologists are struggling to get students to apply, stay 
and graduate. For physicians there is a shortage of audiologists (M.D.s) which also affects the 
possibility to recruit new students and expand the profession.  

 

Financial support   

During 2024/2025 only 2 travel grants of 10.000 SEK each have been paid out. Two more 
applications for WCA in Seoul 2026 have been granted at the board meeting April 25 th. 

We have received three applications for a research grant as mentioned in the new guidelines 
which were discussed at the annual meeting in Örebro May 28th 2024 and published on the 
website August 2024. 

Grants: The board has decided to approve a grant of 55.000 SEK to Kjell-Erik Israelsson et al, 
for the project uppdatera avsnittet talaudiometri i Metodboken SAME. This represents a full 
funding of the requested amount of 55.000 SEK.  

The board has decided to approve a grant of 200.000 SEK to Erik Witte et al, for the project 
Validation of the Triangular-Space Forced-Choice (TSFC) response paradigm for speech 

audiometry. This represents a partial funding of the requested amount of 643.000 SEK.  

The board has decided to approve a grant of 125.000 SEK to Susanne Nemholt et al, for the 
project Tinnitus og dets indvirkning på børn og unges livskvalitet. This represents a partial 
funding of the requested amount of 284.937 DKK = 420.050 SEK.  

 

The NAS board would like to thank you for this business year.  

The finances of NAS are very stable, which will guarantee future congresses and new initiatives 
such as the guidelines for financial support.  

The Board has had a busy year translating the website into English, preparing this meeting in 
Copenhagen and starting to prepare for next year’s meeting in Finland. In addition, we have 
had discussions about how to secure good quality in clinical practice and implementation of 
new ideas while resources are continually under pressure and post-graduate education is 
difficult to obtain. 

We see that NAS in its current function fulfills a need as an umbrella organization for both 
professional and user organisations. The board welcomes questions, views and proposals for 
new activities for NAS from all annual meeting delegates.

Ett förslag framfördes om att deltagarna vid framtida 

årsmöten skulle kunna bära namnskyltar. Syftet med detta är att underlätta mingel, 

samtal och nätverkande mellan medlemmarna. Förslaget mottogs positivt av mötet, och 

det beslutades att styrelsen tar med sig frågan för vidare behandling inför nästa årsmöte.
